President’s Message: 


Show Your Prospects You Care





Any remodeler can answer the usual questions homeowners ask such as:


When can you start?


When will you be finished?


What time do you start in the morning?


When do you stop for the day?


How much will it cost per square foot?





While all these questions are valid, they do not tell the homeowner what they really need to know. As NARI professionals, homeowners expect more from us.  Why not create a FAQ sheet to educate your customers. Include the answers to questions such as:





How long have you been in business?


Who will be assigned as the project supervisor?


Who is working on the project?  Are they subcontractors or employees?


Does your company carry workers compensation and liability insurance? (Provide a generic copy of your insurance).


Is your company a registered home improvement contractor with the State of New Jersey?


What is your approach to a project like ours?


How many projects like ours have you done in the past year?


Are you a member of a national trade association?


Do you have any special training or certifications?





Provide a list of references that include past customers, suppliers and business partners.





Explain to the homeowners that any remodeler they are considering should be able to provide the answers to the questions if they are reputable.  Once they have the answers, the comparison is “apples to apples” and the NARI professional will look great.  After all, you were the one to educate the homeowner.

Key Market Drivers Include Green Retrofit — JCHS








“Prompted by federal and local tax credits, spending on energy-efficiency upgrades continued to expand throughout the remodeling downturn, ”according to the Join Center for Housing Studies of Harvard University. “The share of total  homeowner improvement spending on energy-related projects — including roofing, siding, windows, doors, insulation and HVAC systems — rose from 23 percent in 2007 to 33 percent in 2011 to nearly $60 billion. About one in four homeowners reporting undertaking a remodeling project in 2010-2011 did one or more projects for energy efficiency purposes.”


     These homeowners spent more than $6300 on average each year on home improvements, while homeowners doing projects without energy efficiency in mind spent only $3400. Homeowners receiving tax credits spent an annual average of $8300 compared to $4800 for homeowners seeking energy efficiency but not receiving tax credits. And, homeowners receiving tax credits undertook more remodeling projects on average in 2010-2011 at 4.2 projects compared to 3.5 for those not receiving tax credits for their energy-related improvements and only 2.4 projects for homeowners doing remodeling for reasons other than energy savings.


	Green homeowners receiving tax credits spent almost 65 percent more on home improvements.
